Creek Closure @ Putra

If you have not already noticed
it, the lateral creek at Putra Course
Hole # 1 is no more, i.e., closed, with
culverts, and re-shaped as part of
the fairway! In addition, manholes
have been constructed to collect
and drain out the surface water.
The entire project, commenced in
early April 2010, took three weeks
to complete and was done in-house,
not outsourced, to save costs. What
was unavoidable, though, was
inconvenience, minimal as it turned
out to be, caused to golfers. Creek before closure

Why the closure and re-
shaping? Well, for starters, being
mere mortals that most golfers are,
itis a Herculean feat just to cross the
creek (177 m from the Blue Tee). To
lose a ball in it and be penalised on
your prst shot at the prst Hole & that
takes the cake and is neither good
for golf nor onels mood!

Secondly, to restore yow of
water through the creek, since we
have no natural source, repair work
is required on adjacent ponds.
However, the cost of repairs is about
the same as closure, re-shaping, re-
turpng, etc; hence the latter option.
Last but not least, water that does
not yow out stagnates in the creek,
discolours and emits a foul smell.

Kelana Course Tun’s Nine

Hole 16 465 metres, par-5 index 6

From the elevated tees, golfers see only the prst 40 per cent of the hole that drops down to water, sand
and green. Stay right on this hole with the second shot unless you are thinking of reaching the putting sur-
face or the small landing area in front of it in two. This par-5 is a well-designed hole that yields its fair share
of birdies.

KGNS Club Championship

Proposed upgrading of
Sewerage System for
Kelab Golf Negara Subang

New Sewage
Treatment Plant

New 800 PE Mechanised Sewage Treatment Plant
is to replace existing septic tank (located between
Driving Range and 10th Tee Putra Course), which has
proven to be too small to adequately cater to both the
clubhouses. To date, regular maintenance is required to
desludge the tank and clear blockages in sewage piping
so to avoid problems of overyjow and smell. The tender
to construct and install was awarded to M/S Alam Mesra
Enviro Eng. Sdn. Bhd at a contract sum of RM 568,000,
with a 10-month work schedule and 14th February 2011
as the target date of completion.

Earth/excavation work commenced in early June
2010 and, while awaiting IWK approval, the contractor
started clearing the proposed access road near the
Driving Range and Car Park 5.
